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Introduction

The quality and beauty as well as the distinctiveness of Aleppo’s built heritage are plainly
visible to everyone walking through the streets of the old city. The facades of the numerous
monuments are, in general, charocterised by limestone masonry and ornamental stone
work. A variety of individual elements serving both structural and decorative purposes,
most notably for focade openings, have played a relatively prominent role through the
ages.

This Timeline of Selected Historical Building Facades in Aleppo highlights primarily ex-
terior facades with a particular focus on doors and windows from the Seljuk period to
modern times. The elements are chosen from 60 historical buildings including religious,
commercial and residential buildings. In some cases, it is not possible to assign a date
of construction or restoration to an element with absolute certainty. The focus is on the
presentation of a general chronological sequence. Wherever possible, specific technical
terms are avoided in the text. All pictures are selected from the collections of the Syrian
Heritage Archive Project (SHAP).

Many of these monuments were affected, damaged or destroyed, by the conflict in Syria,
the clashes of which lasted in Aleppo from 2012 to 2016; reconstruction work is ongoing.
Thus, it seems particularly important to recall and document the diversity and richness
of detail in the city’s built heritage, which give testimony to the traditional skills and com-
petence of the builders, architects and croftsmen and which contribute to Aleppo's local
identity and its position as a distinguished and beautiful city.

The square minaret of the Great Umayyad Mosque (finished in 489 AH / 1096 CE), which
collopsed in 2013, was the only existing example from the Seljuk period (471-511 AH /
1078-1117 CE) in Aleppo. Besides the Citadel, it had been the hallmark of the City of Aleppo
dominating its cityscape for more than 900 years. It is regarded as a principal monument
of medieval Aleppo.

The facade design is attributed to local, century-old, pre-Islomic traditions that distinguish the
late antique school of architecture of Northwest Syria. Among the characteristic features are
a continuous moulding that crowns the window openings with three-lobed arches and a blind
arcade with colonnettes; the facade is completed by calligraphic inscription panels and bands.

Zangid period (6th century AH / 12th century CE)

Few buildings, or building parts, have survived from the Zangid period (522-579 AH / 1128-1183
CE); some of those remaining are older structures which were modified, such as al-Madrasa
al-Hallawiyya. This era stands out due to the classical trend which also marks the unique
Seljuk minaret of the Great Mosque, in addition to the emergence of some new elements.
Standing within the dense urban fabric, Zangid building facades are hardly visible in Alep-
po’s cityscape, but their decorated limestone portals provide an eye-catching feature. In
general, the Zangid entrance door is built inside a stone vaulted recess with a frontal arch,
its rectangular opening surmounted by a plain flat lintel and a relieving arch, as well as an
inscription panel or band. An exception is the free-standing facade of the ash-Shu‘aybiyya
Mosque (545 AH / 1150 CE) whose original entrance portal shows the earliest preserved
decoration using elaborately joggled stone elements.

Description:

The minaret’s characteristic decorative feature — apart from
the friezes with calligraphic (Kufic) Arabic inscriptions run-
ning along the moulded cornices that divide the 45 m long
shaft into four tiers — are the cusped mouldings; they run
continuously around the edges of the minaret’s facades fo
form blind arches. Continuous as well as cusped mouldings
are attributed to local, century-old, pre-Islamic traditions
thot distinguish the late ontique school of architecture of
Northwest Syria.

The square minaret type was continued in Aleppo’s mosques
until the beginning of the Mamluk period (second half of the
7th century AH / 13th century CE).

The rectongular doorway, once set in a deep and high arched recess, is
accentuated by mouldings, the inner one of which is ornamentally composed
of alternating cusps and chevrons.

formed of four voussoir blocks indicating a monolithic block, in addition to
calligraphic inscriptions.

The lintel and the relieving arch make part of the original, cross-vault-
ed porch of the madrasa building. These are the earliest examples of
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a type of both structural and decorative design in Aleppo.

Description:

The three-lobed arch of the entrance portal with its three-lobed groin vault-
ed ceiling is the only one of its kind remaining in Aleppo. However, the shape
of the three-lobed arch is also found as a decorative detail, for example in
minarets. The linfel of the rectangular entrance door with a plain frame is
surmounted by a relieving arch with large voussoirs and an inscription panel.

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Ayyubid period (6th - 7th century AH / 12th - 13th century)

The Ayyubid period (579-658 AH / 1183-1260 CE) had a great impact on the architecture
of Aleppo. In general, the limestone building facades, some of which are noticeably large
and exposed fo the street, remain plain. Decorations are limited to the usually deep and
high recesses of enfrance portols. Essential elements are the frontal arch, the rectangular
doorway with a flat lintel, the relieving arch, and the mugarnas (cellwork) hood, as well as
panels and bands with calligraphic inscriptions. Mouldings, os individual elements in the an-
tique tradition, are now used less. Stone muqornas and ablaq (contrasting striped stonework)
elements take root in Aleppo’s architectural tradition, becoming key architectural features in
Syria (as well as in Ayyubid Egypt).

In this respect, the accentuated portal of the Citadel’s Ayyubid Polace (between 582 and
589 AH /1186 ond 1193 CE) with its bi-colour banded ablag masonry and marble inlay par-
ticularly stands out. Another monumental portal, which represents a plain decorative style,
is the mugarnas vaulted entrance portal of the al-Firdaws Madrasa (633 AH / 1235 CE).

Usually, the door and window openings of interior courtyard facades follow the same rectan-
gular design used on the exterior. The linfels of main openings are equipped with a relieving
arch, most commonly in the shape of a segmental arch. Some courtyard facades also employ
horizontal wooden tie beams.

Description:

The entrance facade is built of fine limestone ashlar, its iconic portal being
of ablaq stone masonry (alternating yellow and black/limestone and basall).
The frontal arch is crowned by o horizontal panel of interloce, with white
marble inlay in block basalt, featuring an eight-fold geometric pattern.
Jambs and lintel of the doorway ore designed with decorative interlocking,
the voussoir blocks of the lintel stretching over three masonry courses. This
door frame is overlaid with finely incised interlace featuring a six-fold ge-
ometric pattern, the outlines of which are being followed by the edges of the
light and dark courses.

The portal is flanked by two rectangular window openings, each of which
is surmounted by o stone block with a deeply carved interlacing knot motif.

The street facade is built of fine limestone ashlar. Inside the entrance recess
is a rectangular door opening framed by oblag masonry (alternating yellow
and black stones), the high lintel overlaid with incised interlace featuring a
six-fold geometric pattern. Above and on both adjacent wall sides runs an
inscription frieze that refers to the foundation of the bimaristan.
This portal has strong similarities to the one of the Ayyubid Paloce of the
Citadel.

Except for the portal, the facade of the building is not visible. The doorway is inside
arecess built of limestone, the rectangle opening surmounted by a linfel, its relieving
arch made from a single stone; it bears an inscription field. To the sides, both corners
bear a mugarnas squinch and, above this, two staggered rows of mugarnas cells
present a smooth transition up to the small scalloped half-dome.
This is the earliest dated mugarnas hood in Aleppo. Its individual mugarnas
cells are made out of stone, a construction method in correspondence with the
regional sfone architecture.

The lorge-scale focade is built of fine limestone ashlor and has a particu-
larly high entrance portal. The chevroned arch features facetted bands with
chevrons and cusps of alternating limestone and black stone and a dentil
border. The portal structure is crowned by a frieze with an inscription. Inside
the recess, the rectangulor doorway is surmounted by an inscription panel
broadly framed by an interlacing band; above this runs a small cornice. In
the upper rear part, the vaulting is with mugarnas (cellwork).
Located on Mount Jawshan outside Aleppo's city walls, this portal was in-
tended to be seen from far away. It can be considered the most elaborate
one from the Ayyubid era besides the iconic ablaq portal of the Citadel’s
Ayyubid Palace.

Description:

The large-scale limestone facade is plain except for the frontal arch
and a continuous inscription frieze. The rectangular door opening in-
side the recess is surmounted by three long, vertical stones and the
high inscription band.

This austere and impressive free-standing building, once outside the city
walls, is Aleppo’s largest and most famous Ayyubid school (madrasa).

Description:

The ceremonial window in the centre of the front facade of the Throne Hall (Qa‘at al-‘Arsh) on top of the Citadel’s
massive gate tower represents the culmination of a series of recessed windows set in shallow vertical niches. Precur-
sors of this facade element were infroduced during the second half of the 14th century in Aleppo, following the style
of elaborate street facades in the Mamluk capital Cairo. Around 1400, such window recesses became a common
and widely used feature in Aleppo’s building facades; since then, they belong to the standard elements of the local
architectural repertoire.

Individual elements such as the yellow and black striped masonry (ablag) and, above the lintel, the decorative course with
joggled marble inlay in black and white are typical features. The central pair of trefoil flowers make this course a par-
ticulorly striking element. Engaged colonnettes consisting of plaited stronds frame both sides of the window. Horizontally,
stretched between the capitals, is a knot cartouche in relief, its tripartite interlaced band pattern based on a square. Usually,
this top element of an ablag window is designed os a carved panel or frieze, whereby the geometric interlace ornament
is only slightly raised. It is surmounted by o small arched window. As usual, the niche is capped with a mugarnas cornice.
The iconic design encompasses a machicolation, a particular feature of fortification architecture, which is also circum-
scribed by the niche’s outer dentil frome moulding.

The Sa‘idiyya School was built next to the older os-Sarawi Mosque; they
share a street facade. It has a richly ornamented arched entrance recess, a
rectangular doorway and rectangular windows in shallow niches.

The pointed frontal arch with a facetted double row of mugarnas plates
featuring triangulor palmette leaves is framed by a moulded palmette-leof
border. The doorway is topped by a plain lintel. Above this, o lunette carving
with floriate scrollwork, as well as a (renewed) cartouche with a geometric
interlace decoration. This is followed by a small (later opened) window, pal-
mette-leaf cornice, and pointed lunette filled with interlacing floriate scrollwork
featuring fleur-de-lis motifs.

The facade’s rectangular windows are set inside shallow niches, the lintels
with superimposed, slightly undercut, panels of geometric interlace carved in
relief, the niches capped with mugarnas cornices.

During the Ottoman period (922-1336 AH / 1516-1918 CE), new elements along with existing
local elements characterise the facades of Aleppo’s stone buildings. The large public ond
commercial buildings of the first centuries especially stand out with their strikingly decorated
street facades. Equally accentuated front facades of the large Ottoman style mosques are
hidden by yards and, consequently, do not appear in the city’s streetscape. The same is true
for the domestic architecture with regards to the large, traditional interior courtyard houses
or the Judayda quarter’s ancient churches (see “Ottoman period — Courtyard facades of
traditional houses and churches”).

The building facades of the Bahram Pasha Bathhouse (991 AH / 1583 CE) and the lbshir
Pasha Coffeehouse (1063 AH / 1653 CE), stonding opposite of each other in the old city
quarter of al-Judayda, form the most beautiful streetscape from the Ottoman period; they
show ablag (contrasting coloured) masonry and stonework as well as various stone carv-
ing elements. Unfortunately, both monuments were heovily domaged during the conflict in
Aleppo, in 2012-2016.

In fact, there is a remarkable persistence of established decorative elements for doors ond
windows from the previous Mamluk era (for example, the street focade of the at-Tawashi
Mosque). The repertoire comprises of multi-coloured elements, such as ablaq style masonry
and joggled stone and marble inlay, as well as different mugarnos (cellwork) elements and
fine stone carvings, for example superimposed horizontal panels or framing borders with
interlaced geometric patterns and dentil frame mouldings. Lunettes (arched panels) above
doors and windows filled with interlacing foliate scrollwork and sometimes framed with varying
mugarnas plates and a dentil moulding become more common during the Ottoman period.
Multi-coloured painted underglaze tiles are a newly infroduced Ottoman element found as
panelling in these upper areas, mostly in large mosques.

Of increasing importance are the upper, usually arched windows that accompany both por-
tals and lower main windows in single and multi-storied focades. They offered both more
subjects and larger areos for the application of stone decorations, preferably carved and
raised in relief. Accentuated windows in the upper zones of a facade's main section are now
completely encompassed with broad borders of intricate geometric interlace ornaments.
Another element that often crowns high facades is a pair of small arched windows, also
framed with stone carving elements, which often features a six-pointed star opening in the
middle. Small round windows also play a prominent role in the upper sections of a facade.
The portal sections of Khan al-Jumruk (977 AH / 1569-70 CE) and Khan al-Wazir (1093 AH /
1682-83 CE) have exterior facades in ablaq style, in alternating yellow and black, with rich
stone carvings; they stand in the tradition of the local, late Mamluk khan facades. Their
monumental arched gateways are accompanied by different types of upper floor windows
which are mainly arranged in pairs. The inner courtyard facades show windows in shallow
vertical niches: The high, prominent niches contain an established combination of lower
multi-coloured rectangular oblag windows and superimposed plain small arch windows
with arrowslit opening.

The mosque of the Khusrawiyya Madrasa complex (953 AH / 1546-47 CE), which was
completely destroyed during the conflict, was the first large religious building of the Otto-
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Ottoman period (10th - 14th century AH / 16th - 20th century CE)

man period in Aleppo. While the free-standing monument’s architecture followed the Oft-
toman building tradition, the front facade’s decoration still featured some elements of the
local Mamluk tradition. Therefore, slightly ogee-arched window lunettes (arched fields) with
bright, multi-coloured tiles and geometric and floral patterns are found together with typical
black and yellow ablag fromes of rectangular windows. In the al-‘Adiliyya Mosque (974 AH
/1565-66 CE) and the ol-Bahramiyya Mosque (991 AH / 1583 CE) the former decorative
tradition was followed again on a larger scale featuring ablaq style portals. However, their
entrance doors do not have traditional flat lintels, but are arched.

Shallow vertical niches remained widely in use as characteristic local facade features through-
out the centuries. In addition to the portal facades of the large khans, they highlight, for
example, the eastern focade of the AH 10th / 16th CE century ol-Bahramiyya Mosque, the
mosque door of the Sha‘baniyya Madrasa (1085 AH / 1674 CE) or the door and windows
in the front facade of the midan building of the Takiyya of the Mowlowiyya Brotherhood
(rebuilt 1240 AH / 1824-25 CE).

During the AH 10th / 16th CE century, the large Ottoman style minarets of the al-Khusrawi-
yya, al-Bahramiyya and ol-‘Adiliyya mosques added striking new accents to Aleppo's skyline.
They were designed as high polygonal shafts of almost cylindrical form with a circumferential
balcony and a squat cone as a top: the pencil shape minaret style. Also, in this case, the
octagonal Mamluk style minarets continued to be built during the Ottoman period.

This is the centrol section of the prayer hall facade with its multi-coloured, sumptuously decorated stone and
marble portal.

The portal’s frontal arch bears interlacing loops in yellow and white as well as a circular loop at the apex, all of
which make part of the three-coloured stone and moarble inloy decoration that consists of two moulded interlaced
bands and black border bands forming a horizontal rectangular wall panel.

The doorway is constructed inside a shallow arched recess. It is topped by a black segmental arch with contrasting
trefoils in alternating yellow and white. Above are limestone spandrels and an inscription panel framed by a black
border band that forms a central circular loop. There is also o framed lunette with a smalll circular pierced opening
and a decoration of black and white stone and marble inlay featuring interlaced circulor loops.

Similar three-coloured interlacing band designs are a prominent decorative feature particularly of some of
Aleppo’s prayer niches, the most important of which is the mihrab (prayer niche) in the prayer hall of the
Firdows Madrasa. A large horizontal wall panel of black and white geometric interlace with marble inlay
decorates the ablaq portal of the Ayyubid Palace of the Citadel.

In Ottoman times (922-1336 AH / 1516-1918 CE), the internal facades of the large, stone-
built courtyard houses have similar stone decorations as in the exterior and interior facades
of public and commercial buildings.

Windows set in shallow vertical niches form part of the high building facade, which has been
preserved in the Rojab Pasha palace house (first half of the AH 12th / 18th CE century).
The iwan (open hall) facade of the Junblat Palace (mid AH 10th / 16th CE century) shows
the typical composition, with the exception of the shallow niche; this facade element is fully
implemented in the Mamluk iwan of the Khan Qurtbak originating from a former paloce.

The openings in the courtyord facades from the 17th century are built as rectangular shapes,
in some cases in ablaq style, with yellow lintels and topped by differently shaped carved
lunettes (arched panels), with multi-coloured joggled stonework above the lintel used occa-
sionally. The openings were mostly accompanied by small arched windows.

During the 18th century, the openings successively end in segmental arches instead of flat
lintels, as found in the facades of the Ghazala House. The windows, however, belong to
various phases and styles. As evident from the courtyard focade of the Ajigbash House (mid
AH 12th / 18th CE century), the ornamental openwork carving of the smaller upper windows
has been altered due to the influence of the European-inspired, Ottoman Rococo style.

The facades of the old churches of the Judayda quarter are not visible from the outside.
Interiorly, their decorated portals feature standard elements, which were also used in the
neighbouring houses. Among these churches are even some that had been rebuilt or com-
bined from former houses. Most of them were restored after the riot of 1850.

The central arch is flanked by rectangular grilled windows, the lintel courses of which are topped by a course with joggled
stone and marble inlay with wavy slabs and a white keystone as well as, above, a large ornamented relief roundel.

The south iwan of the Junblat Palace is the largest iwan of Aleppo’s traditional architecture. It features the most extensive
multi-coloured painted underglaze tile decoration fo be found in the Ottoman period. In contrast to the late Mamluk iwan
of Khan Qurtbak (attributed to the former Azdamur Palace), the vertically superimposed wall openings are not set in high,
elaborately framed shallow niches.

Aleppo’s modern building facades during the French Mandate (1920) and after the foun-
dation of the Syrion Arab Republic (1946) show, among others, a trend towards traditional
features and elements that reach far back into the past and the local built heritage.
