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Under the artistic concept “Through 
Different Lenses,” Sabina R. and 
Kenneth C . Korfmann-Bodenmann 
address contemporary and culturally 
relevant topics in discrete photo projects. 
These include fortifications from the 
Second World War, unusual presentations 
of fashion and religion, diverse 
architectural interpretations of social 
hotspots, experiences of loneliness and 
the mythology of places and landscapes. 
For each theme, the photographers plan 
expeditions that are focused on discovery 
and documentation. The difference 
between the perspectives of the two 
photographers is preserved despite their 
forays together.
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
